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MEDIATION AND ADR WORKSHOP      2 hrs CPD

‘The Battle of the Gurneys – an everyday tale of rural folk’
Following on from the last very well attended mediation workshop in 2009, we are running the updated workshop and demo mediation. All those of us involved in resolving disputes know that personalities often get in the way of an early settlement.  Here we are to mediate a dispute over a will and the ownership of land and buildings.  It begins with an introduction bringing you right up to date with current ADR practice. This is followed by a gripping mediation with members of the Yorkshire Law Society, the CIArb and other guests.  It will have a full commentary so that those attending will be able to  appreciate the steps taken along the way with a mediation where hopefully the parties might resolve their differences.  
The mediation begins with conversations between solicitors and clients and runs through:

· the difficulties of trying to negotiate directly

· the duty to advise about alternative means of resolving disputes – the Halsey test

· proportionality and costs recovery – commentary on Lord Justice Jackson’s 2010 report on costs
· the agreement between solicitors to use mediation

· choosing the mediator – expert or generalist, direct or indirect – court scheme or private
· the costs of the mediator and the costs of preparation

· instructing the mediator – what documents does he need?  

· preparing for the mediation – briefing the client

· the mediator’s arrangements for the mediation – venues, timings, who should be there?

· mediation part 1 - preparing the ground immediately before – assessing the parties

· mediation part 2 - the opening session – the mediator’s introduction

· mediation part 3 - mediation advocacy in action – how best to address the other side

· mediation part 4 - information gathering and discussing the options in the private meeting

· mediation part 5 - narrowing the gap

· mediation part 6 - the settlement – reconciliation or not

· epilogue and questions – reviewing the positives and negatives of the mediation

Anthony Glaister has been a commercial mediator since being trained by CEDR in 1992.  He is one of the best known mediators outside London.  Anthony sat on the Law Society ADR Committee between 1999 and 2008, and sits on the Disputes Resolution Section Committee.  As Chair of the regional Association of Northern Mediators and prominent within the Chartered Institute of Arbitrators, he regularly runs advanced training courses for mediators and events centred on mediation and all aspects of ADR.  He’s a keen advocate of thinking ‘outside the box’, breaking the mould in pragmatic dispute resolution.
